* Folk high schools shall provide teaching and fellowship in
courses with the primary aim of cultivating:

* Life enlightenment (livsoplysning)
* Popular enlightenment (folkelig oplysning)

* Democratic education and training (demokratisk
dannelse)

* At least half of the teaching must be put into perspective
towards a broader universal meaning. Free content and

pedagogical

* Needs to communicate its values publicly — whether it is
approach

rooted in religion, political views or other.

* The school is free to plan the education according to its
own beliefs.

* (NB. Everyone in Denmark has the right to establish a
folk high school.)

NFS Grundtvig: (1783-1872)

—  Teaching must be based on "the living

= word”
1  Education must be connected to real life

Education must be based on the motivation
of the students

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The outcome of a stay at a
folk high school

1. Active citizenship — courage and
ability to act.

2. Independency — Navigation skills and
personal growth (inner compass).

3. Clarification —to find your path in life.
(High completion rate at further
study programs).

4. Collective experience — experiencing
the power of collectiveness.

5. Friends for life (network - personal
and professional).
